Proposal Slope coloring Locus. (Steepness).

Keep Actual Locus Color Palette. 

Easy simple to understand symmetrical slope display of both ascends AND descends. 

From Cold Blue for descends towards Warm Red for ascends.

“Rel” mode. Autoset “%Slope” Range.

The color palette range automatically “fits” to any imported track slope range.

“Abs” mode. User SET slope range operation limit. Example: Set 10%.

The color palette range exactly corresponds with the slope range as SET by user. 

Locus adds 2 additional “color” indicators where the SET “%Slope” range is exceeded.

- *White when out of range on the cold side. 

- *Black when out of range on the warm side. 

* contrast:

By existing Locus function: draw outline, select your best favorite contrast line border color

To be improved.

Locus should not filter Slope results. (Elevation data obtained from a service).

Suggestion. 

- Extra Line style selection: Similar to “gpstrackeditor” trackline style 
- Each tracksection finish, *indicated by direction arrow. (trkpt ==> trkpt) 

- Easy observe the travel direction and tracksectionlenght.

* Condition: map zoom in, otherwise just simplify, as in “gps trackeditor”
- Compact extra info for individual Locus user in track statistics.
Add the “Abs” Out of "% Slope” range Black & White distance.
